Think Safety: 

¶ Wear a life jacket: Coast Guard approved, good con-
dition and proper fit. It can save your life If you have 
it on. 

¶ Carry all mandated state safety equipment on your 
boat. Make sure it is in good working order. 

¶ Before you get underway, tell someone on shore:  
who is with you on your boat, where you are going, 
what your boat looks like, and when you plan to 
come off the water. 

¶ Prepare for emergencies:  bring water, a first aid kit, 
and a fully charged cell phone that gets reception on 
the water. 

¶ Donôt drink and boat. 

ATTENTION VIRGINIA BOATERS! 

The Boating Safety Education Compliance Requirement 
for all PWC operators and operators of boats with motors 
of 10 hp and greater was enacted by the Virginia General 
Assembly in 2007. This requirement is being phased in 
through 2016. 

¶ By July 1, 2013, all motorboat operators ages 
40 years and younger need to pass an approved 
boating safety course.  

¶ All PWC operators, regardless of age, must al-
ready carry proof that they have passed an ap-
proved safe boating class. 

¶ By July 1, 2014, all motorboat operators ages 
45 years and younger shall meet this education 
requirement. 

¶ By July 1, 2015, all motorboat operators 50 
years and younger shall meet this requirement. 

¶ By July 1, 2016, all motorboat operators, re-
gardless of age, shall meet this education re-
quirement. 

NOTE!! PWC Age Restriction: No person under the 
age of 14 may operate a PWC. Those operators 14 
and 15 MUST show proof of passing an approved boating 
safety course either in a classroom or online. The chal-
lenge exam or other provisions of the Education Compli-
ance Requirement do not meet the requirements of the 
age restriction law.

The purpose of the map is to help you 
find your way around the lake and to 
provide enough landmarks and other 
markers like bridge and yellow dock 
signs to help you identify your position 
to 911 in the event of an emergency.

Lake Anna! 

Boat Safely: 

¶ Skippers, you are responsible for whatever 
happens on your boat: operation, passen-
gersô safety, even your wake. 

¶ Take a safe boating class. Practice boating 
skills. 

¶ Drive defensively: keep a sharp lookout, 
pay attention, be aware of your surround-
ings at all times, be able to locate your po-
sition on the water. 

¶ Maintain a safe speed-- speed that allows 
you enough time to avoid a collision. 

¶ Know the ñRules of the Roadò on the water: 
heed regulatory markers, especially ñNo 
Wakeò zones under bridges-- Slow Down! 

On Lake Anna, look for yellow signs with black letter-

ing on docks, common areas, and islands to use as 

911 emergency location markers.  

In an emergency, use this information to tell 911 where you 

are. Signs are linked to 911 street addresses.

Loaner Program for Kids!  

The most important safety item on your boat is a life 
jacket. To save a life, a life jacket must fit properly and 
be in good condition. Donôt leave the dock without life 

jackets for everyone on board. Remember, they only work if they are 
worn. 

Come by the TowBoatU.S. office at High Point Mari-
na to borrow a life jacket and ensure your childôs  
safety  on the water.

Finding your way on Lake Anna 
 
Take time to study the Lake Anna map.  

Note the names of subdivisions, bridges and other lake land-
marks to help you identify your position. 

Orientation: New Bridge (Rte. 208) is the approximate 
mid point of the lake. 

UPLAKE/North takes you in the direction of the State Park
-- From the 208 bridge, you will pass two marinas on your right: 
High Point and Anna Point. 

DOWNLAKE/South from the 208 bridge takes you in the 
direction of the North Anna Power Station and at the far end of 
the lake, the dam. Coming under the 208 bridge, head left.  

Regulatory markers or buoys, give you important safe boating 
information. They are white, floating cylinders with orange mark-
ings and black lettering.

For your safety, pay attention to this information and be careful in these areas: 

Orange squares give directions and information like food or fuel. 

Orange diamonds warn of hazards and obstructions like rocks, shallow water, stumps.  

* NEVER assume that every hazard will be marked by a buoy! 

Orange circles mark controlled areas, such as no wake or idle speed. You will see these 
buoys on both sides of most bridges.  

* ñNo Wakeò slowest speed that allows you to maintain steerage and headway.  

Orange crossed diamonds indicate exclusion (closed) areas that are off limits to boats such 
as swimming areas, the power station, or the dam. These are ñDo Not Enterò zones!
